Session 2 Professional 
Training (4 weeks)
Sun July 3rd - Sat July 30th
Ages 13 - 19 ( Men to 21) Developed for the 
serious minded student interested in furthering 
both technical and performance skills, with 
professional level intensive focus on daily class 
work, partnering, variations and the rehearsal 
environment.
